Thousands of people depend on family and friends to help them through the day. If a one of them became unwell or was injured and unable to get to them, it could have serious consequences.


The card will provide family carers with peace of mind while they are away from the person they care for.


The size of a credit card, it can be carried in a wallet or purse and will have a unique reference number and emergency phone number on it, but no personal details.





In an emergency, anyone can telephone the number on the card and quote the reference number to find out quickly what care that person was giving and act on an arranged emergency plan.


 


No personal details are listed on the card, but it clearly states the holder is a carer and the number to call. The service is free and is available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
